The South Carolina Maternal, Infant, and Early Childhood (MIECHV) program conducted a statewide home visiting needs assessment in 2020.
The purpose of this assessment was to fulfill statutory requirements for the MIECHV program and to coordinate with other ongoing home
visiting and early childhood efforts in the state to create and encourage statewide strategies for the work of home visiting for the next 10 years.
